The children will be developing their athletic skills, through
activities such as sprinting and relay.

Leading up to Sports Day, the children will be practising
activities such as 100m sprints, Frog Jump Race, Sack Race
and Long Jump. These activities build on the children’s motor
skills and hand-eye coordination — both of which will be
strengthened in our P.E lessons.

The children will be exploring the importance
of beat in music and how to create different
beats of their own. They will be using body
percussion to perform a beat at different
speeds and in different styles, to create a
short piece of music, which will then be
performed to their peers.

	Year and Term: YEAR 1: SUMMER 2
	English Title and Text: Key Question: What if there weren't any information texts? How would we cope?

	Maths Title and Text: Topics to be covered: 
- Money
- Time
- Geometry

In Mathematics this term the children will be continuing adding and subtracting money to find change and differences between amounts of money. 
They will be building on their understanding of time and will be learning how to tell the time to the nearest half hour and learning how time can be measured, for example through days, months, analogue clocks and digital clocks. 
The children will also be learning how to describe the position of 3D shapes.
	Science Title and Text: Key Question:  What's through our window? 

In Science, the children will be finishing off their topic on the seasons of the year. Throughout their time in Year 1, the children have been exploring each season and the changes in the environment that come with the different seasons. 
In the final half term, the children will be creating a book all about the seasons, using the inquiry skills that they have learnt in the past weeks. They will use their Literacy learning about information texts to help them present their information in different and exciting ways. 
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: Why do we need to protect the countryside?



As well as gaining a deeper understanding of what the countryside is, the children will be learning about the importance of protecting and preserving wildlife. Through exploring the distinctive features of the countryside, the children will begin to draw comparisons between the countryside and the city. 

In addition, they will be learning about the impact of not protecting the countryside on people’s way of life and how this could also affect us. 


	RE Title and Text: Key Question: What does it mean to belong to a faith community?





Year 1 will be building on their learning about Christian and Islamic beliefs and will be continuing to learn about the different ways that people can belong to a faith community.  

The children will also be exploring the idea that some people choose not to be part of a faith community and their reasons why. 

We will also be thinking about events that take place which require different communities to work together, such as charity events.

In Summer 2, the children will be exploring the idea that although we all might have things in common with each other, we are all special and unique. 

In addition, the children will be learning about the uses of different medicines and why we need them. 

Crucially, the children will be learning about the ‘NSPCC PANTS Campaign’, which highlight the importance of ownership and privacy of the children’s bodies. 

As this is the last term of Year 1, we will also be discussing with the children how to prepare themselves for Year 2.
