Focus: Writing to persuade



Core Text



How is persuasive writing used to influence peoples thoughts and actions?



 

Children will identify the key structural and language features in a range of persuasive texts and explain the purpose of the features and in particular how language is used to engage/persuade the reader and how effective it is.
	Maths Title and Text: Measurement:

Children will focus on kilograms and kilometres, millimetres and millilitres, metric unit, imperial units, converting units of time and timetables.



Volume:

This unit focuses on what is volume,

compare volume, estimate volume and estimate capacity. The children will be problem solving.

 
	Science Title and Text: Earth and Space:



What if the earth stopped spinning?



 

This ' Earth and Space'  unit will give the children a basic overview of Earth and its place in our Solar System. By the end of the unit the children will be able to describe the Sun, Earth and Moon as spherical. They will learn the names of the planets in the solar system and explain that day and night is due to rotation of the Earth. The children will distinguish between heliocentric and geocentric ideas of planetary movement.

 What is the global impact of human actions in changing the physical features of landscapes?

Children will classify environmental impacts by humans.



They will explain what is meant by climate change and begin to understand some of the causes, problems and effects of climate change.
	RE Title and Text: What does it mean to be a Muslim in Britain today?



 

Children will think about and discuss the value and challenge for Muslims of following the Five Pillars, and how they might make a difference to individual Muslims and to the Muslim community.



 

Consider what beliefs, practices and values are significant in pupils lives.
	PSHE Title and Text: 

The children will explore the impact of legal and illegal substances in the community.



They will learn about some key facts about the physical and emotional changes that are experienced during puberty. Finally, the children will be preparing for transition to Year 6.
