	Literacy Title and Text: Texts

This term, the children will learn to spell a range of high frequency and 'tricky' words. They will continue to practise writing sentences with a focus on beginning with a capital letter, finger spacing and ending with a full stop.
The children will be supported to extend their sentences using connectives.
We will practise whole class, paired and shared reading to develop fluency in reading.
Parents  at home will be provided hard copy books.
	Maths Title and text: This term, we are using songs to learn to count in 2s,5s and 10s. The children will revisit previous taught concepts such as sequencing numbers, finding one more/less, and rote counting to 20. New concepts this term include measuring length, weight and subitising. The children will also practise ordering according to size/capacity.
They will also enjoy mental maths challenge games on the IWB.
	Understanding the World Title and Text: In line with our topic, the children will explore various occupations identifying people who are important in their communities.

We will explore superheroes from various countries, comparing similarities and differences between life in these countries.

We will also explore the natural world around us using magnifying glasses to see if we can find any 'Kryptonite'.
	Expressive Arts and Design Title and Text: The children will enjoy role playing different superheroes, crafting masks, and drawing their favourite characters.
They will be encouraged to create 3D models of superhero sets and dance to themed music.
Finally, the children will enjoy music via Charanga integrated into our topic.
	Personal Social and Emotional Title and Text: This term, the children will be expected to demonstrate a greater understanding of the zones of regulation exploring various feelings and talking about what to do when we do not feel calm (get to the green zone).
We will continue to explore the '6Rs', awarding certificates, and encourage the children to take turns, work as part of a group, and negotiate.
	Physical Development Title and Text: The children will develop both gross and fine motor skills this term exploring various 'superhero moves' involving running, obstacle courses, throwing and catching, hitting targets and balancing.
Fine motor activities will include pencil control sheets, playdough, cutting along borders with child scissors, threading, and using tweezers.
	Phonics Sounds and Tricky Words: As part of the whole school phonics programme, children in reception are placed in ability groups providing daily phonics lessons. The children are learning set 1 and 2 sounds of the ReadWriteInc. programme, with higher ability children learning sounds from set 3.

The children practise blending and segmenting daily, as well as tricky and High Frequency words.
	Communication and Language Title and Text: Children will explore questions around heroes in our community and superheroes using the 'who, what, when, where, How' questions.

They will listen to different stories and share their ideas with their friends or with the whole class. We will also host a 'show and tell' where the children are supported to practise vocabulary around superheroes. 

The 'word of the week' will continue to be revisited each day.
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
