	Year and Term: YEAR 4: SUMMER 1
	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: Geography
	FOREIGN LANGUAGES/FRENCH: French
	English Title and Text: Writing to entertain 



Key Question: How does a writer use language to engage the reader and create the mood and atmosphere in fantasy stories? 



Pupils will explore stories and poems from Imaginary worlds from our core text: The Lion, The Witch and The Wardrobe. They will be exploring how writers use language to create imaginary worlds and to engage the reader. Pupils will be encouraged to write narrative poems and stories.
	Maths Title and Text: Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for the topics:

- Fractions 

- Decimals 

- Money

- Time 



These topics are covered in line with the expectations of the 2014 National Curriculum Mathematics objectives for Year 4. Pupils  should know their times table up to at least 12 times.
	Science Title and Text: Key Question: Why are more and more electric appliances designed to be energy efficient?



Pupils will extend on their knowledge and understaniding of electricity by learning about circuits, how they work and how to make them. They will also look at some materials which allow electricity to flow easily and some that do not allow electicity to flow. 
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: Ickenham or Hayes. Where would you prefer to live and why? 



Pupils will have core knowledge in terms of facts, location, names, physical features of an area. They will be able to locate places on a map and understand why some places and landscapes are where they are. They will also look at how places are connected and the relationships they have.
	RE Title and Text: Focus Religion of Study: Hinduism, Christianity, Judaism 



Key Question: What does it mean to be a Hindu in Britain today? 



Pupils will explore what Hindus do to show their faith and make connections with some Hindu beliefs and teachings about aims and duties in life.
	PSHE Title and Text: Pupils will be learning about British Values, in particular,‘Mutual Respect’. 



They will explore tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs. 



They will learn and understand different relationships at home, in school and online.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Pupils will spend this half term drawing and painting landscapes. 



They will explore rural and urban landscape as a starting point for two-dimensional work. 



Pupils will use shape, form, space, colour, texture and pattern to develop and communicate their ideas in a painting.
	PE Title and Text: Key Question: What are my strengths and weaknesses in athletics?



Pupils will learn how to use a broad range of skills in competitive games such a football, rounders and cricket. They will learn how to develop an understanding of how to improve in different physical activities and sports and learn how to evaluate and recognise their own success.
	Music Title and Text: All the learning in this unit is focused around one song: Blackbird by The Beatles - a song about civil rights..



Pupils will also listen to other songs by the Beatles such as Yellow, Submarine, Hey Jude, Can't Buy Me Love, Yesterday and Let It Be. 

 

Pupils will be encouraged to learn and build on their knowledge and understanding on the interrelated dimensions of music through warm up games, flexible games, singing, playing instruments with the song, improvise with the song before performing it. 
	ICT Title and Text: Pupils will learn how to locate information on a search page. They will develp skills to assess whether an information source is true or reliable. 



Pupils will also be able to recognise essential parts of a computer. They will have a basic understanding of each part's function and share this learning with others. 
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: In this ‘Going Shopping’ unit, pupils will learn about the shopping experience in France. Pupils will learn specific vocabulary of fruit, vegetables and clothes. They will learn key phrases for asking the questions needed when going shopping. The unit concludes with a role play lesson, where pupils will take on the roles of shoppers and shopkeepers.
