	Year and Term: YEAR 5: SUMMER 1
	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: HISTORY
	FOREIGN LANGUAGES/FRENCH: French
	English Title and Text: Focus: Writing to Entertain 
Core Text: Beowulf
What makes Beowulf a true hero?
The children will annotate extracts from the story. They will write a descriptive piece of writing, applying techniques identified in their annotated extracts.
The children will recap the features of a personal diary and write diary extracts. 
	Maths Title and Text: Properties of Shape
Children will measure and draw angles using a protractor. They will go onto calculating angles on a straight line and around a point. The unit will end with the children distinguishing between regular and irregular polygons based on reasoning about equal sides and angles.
Decimals 
Children will add and subtract decimals. They will sequence decimals and multiply decimals by 10, 100 and 1000.
	Science Title and Text: Forces
All objects move at the same speed whether in the air on ground or in water.
Is this statement correct?
This ‘Forces’ unit will teach the class about types of forces such as gravity, friction, water resistance and air resistance. Children will also learn about the use of mechanisms such as levers, gears and pulleys. The children will identify forces and find out about Isaac They will also work collaboratively to investigate air and water resistance. 
	History/Geography Title and Text: Anglo Saxons Vs Vikings
What impact did the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings have on Britain?
Children will explain who the Vikings and Saxons were, where they came from and the reasons why they invaded England. They will locate key periods on a timeline, showing how Ancient Egypt, Romans and Anglo Saxons overlapped.
Children will identify the locations of the Anglo Saxons and Viking kingdoms and settlements. They will go on to explore the impact they had on Britain.
	RE Title and Text: What does it mean to be a Muslim in Britain today?
Children will explore the practice, meaning and significance of the Five Pillars of Islam and ways in which these Five Pillars affect the lives of Muslims. They will also discuss the Shahadah (‘There is no god except Allah’) and use the 99 names of Allah to explore the attributes of God.
	PSHE Title and Text: Mutual Respect

The children will learn about families and people who they care for. They will explore friendships and learn about honest and trustworthy relationships. They will look at
similarities and differences within families, cultures and communities.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Moving Toys
The class will investigate cam mechanisms, levers, pulleys and gear systems and vehicles that contain them. The children will discover how different shaped cams can alter the movement of the follower and how to create a sturdy structure using a variety of tools and techniques. The children will then have the chance to design, make and evaluate their own moving toys with a cam mechanism.
	PE Title and Text: Games
Key Question: How can I use basic movements and skills learnt to participate in various competitive games?
This Games unit will teach children how to play competitive games, identify and apply techniques for hitting a ball, consolidate different ways of throwing and catching and know when each is appropriate in a game.
	Music Title and Text: Charanga
All the learning in this unit is focused around one song: Dancing in The Street by Martha and The Vandellas. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked.
	ICT Title and Text: Game Creator
Children to review and analyse a computer game. They will plan and create a story- based adventure in 2Create which includes animation, background and sound effects.
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: School Life
This ‘School Life’ unit will teach your class key vocabulary related to objects, subjects and prepositional language. There is a Maths lesson which teaches
the children the names of 2D shapes. In the last two lessons in the Unit, children will learn questions and answers which they would use at school. They
will learn key phrases connected to the themes.
