	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: History
	Year and Term: YEAR 1: Autumn 2
	English Title and Text: Key Question: How is writing in information texts different from that in stories? 

The children will be focusing on ‘Writing to Inform’. They will be looking at a range of information texts, such as posters and instructions. 
The children will also be thinking carefully about the difference between adjectives for creative writing and factual adjectives. 
We will also be identifying what makes a good set of instructions and using these features to write our own set of instructions. 
	Maths Title and Text: Addition and Subtraction, Shape, Money  and Time 

Children will continue building on their counting skills, refining addition and subtraction through counting on, number bonds, and saying one more or less. They will explore 2-D and 3-D shapes, line symmetry, and sorting shapes by properties. Money lessons will focus on identifying coins up to 10p and making amounts. Time lessons will include o'clock times, sequencing events, and learning days of the week and months of the year.
	Science Title and Text: Topics covered:
-Animals Including Humans
-Seasons

Key Question: What makes somewhere or someone special and unique?
The main unit of work for this half term is Animals Including Humans. The children will be looking at and comparing the features of humans and different animals to classify them into groups. They will also build an understanding of the diets of humans and animals. 

Key Question:  What's through our window? 
The children will also be looking at the topic of Seasons, but this topic will be ongoing through the year to cover all the seasons and how weather patterns are related to seasonal change. 

Within these topics, the children will be developing their questions skills, in addition to making careful and scientific observations, which they will then use to record simple data.  
	History/Geography Title and Text: Topic to be covered:
-Blast Off- The First Moon Landing

Key Question: Why was going to the moon such an important event in history? 

The children will be exploring the dates leading up to the first moon landing, as well as how life would be different had it not happened in 1969. 
They will also be learning about the purpose of the Apollo 11 journey to the moon and how it changed our world. 
	RE Title and Text: Topic to be covered: Christianity

Key Question: Who is a Christian and what do they believe?

Year 1 will be continuing their learning about Christian beliefs in Autumn 2. The children will be exploring more stories from The Bible and understanding how some Christians use the teachings of Jesus in their everyday life. 
The children will also gain a deeper understanding of what it means to believe in a religion and how Christian art and music can portray the teachings of The Bible. 
	PSHE Title and Text: Topics to be covered:
-Say No to Bullying
-Democracy

Following on from Autumn 1, the children will be further exploring the importance of democracy in our society. We will also be exploring how to identify and deal with bullying, through class discussions, debates and sharing experiences. 
	Art and Design Title and Text: Key Activity: Making Rocket or Moon Buggy



Linking in with our History topic, 'The First Moon Landing', the children will be exploring the use of various recycled materials, in order to make a rocket or moon buggy. 

The children will first design their rocket or moon buggy and will then be using their cutting, sticking and painting skills to make them. They will also be exploring the importance of using recycled materials and why we encourage recycling wherever possible. 


	PE Title and Text: Key Question: 

How can I use the skills I learnt in gymnastic to perform for an audience?



The children will be using their gymnastic skills to sequence together a short performance piece. 

They would also be understanding the importance and purpose of constructive criticism in lessons. 




	ICT Title and Text: Title: Grouping & Sorting  and Pictogram





Continuing from the previous term, Year 1 pupils in Autumn 2 will enhance their skills by sorting items both offline and online using logical criteria and Purple Mash’s grouping tools. They will be introduced to algorithms and further develop their ability to represent data with pictograms, including recording and illustrating results from activities such as rolling a die.
	Music Title and Text: Title: Exploring sounds



The children will be gaining a greater understanding of how different sounds are used, in order to create music. This could be musical instruments, our voices and even everyday objects. The children will also be exploring how to create simple percussion sounds, using their own bodies and simple percussion instruments, like shakers. In Autumn 2, the children will also be listening to a range of songs, in order to understand beat and pitch, and using this knowledge to create their own simple rhythms.
