	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: History 
	Year and Term: YEAR 2: Autumn 2
	English Title and Text: Key Question: Why do we need to read information texts? 
Text: Toby and The Great Fire of London 
Year 2 pupils will immerse themselves in English through "Toby and the Great Fire of London (GFoL)." They will learn sequencing by exploring the GFoL story, deconstructing its elements, and crafting an information page. Through diary entries, they will delve into character emotions and events, enhancing their writing skills and imaginative expressions.
	Maths Title and Text: Year 2 pupils dive into mathematics with a focus on mastering addition and subtraction through bridging 10.  They will explore multiplication as sets, and practice halving and doubling. The pupils will also develop their skills in multiplication, division, adding and subtracting multiples of 10, and tackling two-digit numbers confidently.
	Science Title and Text: Key Question: How do the properties of materials determine what they are used for?
Year 2 pupils dive into scientific exploration with a focus on materials and their properties. They will identify and compare the suitability of everyday materials for specific uses, investigate properties of metals, and explore how objects can change shape through various processes. Additionally, they will learn about the effects of heat on different materials, fostering a deeper understanding of material science concepts.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: What impact did the Great Fire of London have?
Was it for the better? 
In History children will begin by raising questions about the Great Fire of London (GFOL). They are introduced to the key question and will construct a class 'Thought Tower' to explore vocabulary related to past events, evidence, causes, and effects. They will investigate what happened during the fire, analyse its impact on people's lives, and consider measures that could have slowed its spread. 
	RE Title and Text: Year 2 pupils will explore some of the ninety-nine names of Allah and learn simple stories from the life of Prophet Muhammad (PBUH), such as "The Prophet and the Ants" and "The Crying Camel". Pupils will also recognise objects important to Muslims and explore Muslim worship practices and the Qur'an.
	PSHE Title and Text:  Year 2 pupils engage in PSHE topics such as Guy Fawkes Night safety, Remembrance Day reflections, Anti-bullying awareness, and supporting Children in Need. They also promote British values while emphasising safety, revising learning goals, and fostering a supportive and inclusive classroom environment. These activities nurture empathy, safety awareness, and social responsibility in young learners.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Year 2 pupils explore art by studying artists like Jan Griffier and Lieve Vershuier who depicted the Great Fire of London. They create artworks inspired by themes such as bonfires, fireworks, and sparklers, using a range of mediums like pastels, paint, and colouring pencils. They also engage in festive activities like Christmas tree decorations and card making, enhancing their artistic skills and creativity.
	PE Title and Text: Key Question: What skills and techniques can I use to create and choreograph a dance performance?

Year 2 pupils will perform dances using simple movement patterns linked to significant historical events. They will learn to communicate ideas and emotions through different dance movements, formations, and rhythms. Pupils will also recognise how physical activities impact the body and explain how to stay healthy. By the end, they will create and perform their own dance routines, refining and improving their movements.
	ICT Title and Text: Year 2 pupils will focus on refining searches, sharing work digitally, and understanding email communication. They will learn to use Purple Mash for sharing and displaying their work, explore the basics of an email  and discuss the concept of digital footprints to ensure safe online practices.
	Music Title and Text: In Autumn 2, Year 2 pupils will focus on learning the Christmas song "Ho Ho Ho" by Joanna Mangona and Jane Sebba. They'll explore different music styles, play musical games, and continue developing their singing and instrumental skills through this festive unit.
