	Year and Term: YEAR 5: Aututmn 2
	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: HISTORY
	FOREIGN LANGUAGES/FRENCH: FRENCH
	English Title and Text: How does the audience and purpose of a piece of writing determine its structure and the language used?

In this unit children will identify the structural and language features of non-chronological and newspaper reports. They will explain the purpose of the features and the impact that specific language features have on the reader and will recognise the use of formal impersonal language and use it orally and in writing.
	Maths Title and Text: Fractions:
Children will use a variety of representations, including 
fractions of shapes, number lines and parts of a fraction wall as 
well as the abstract form, to understand the relationships. They 
complement this conceptual understanding by using multiplication 
and division facts to find missing numerators or denominators 
when working in the abstract.

Multiplication and Divsion:
 children will recognise the links between the area 
model and the formal method, noting where the subtotals in 
the formal method match the totals of parts of the area model.
Children use place value charts and counters so that they associate the remainder with the amount 'left over'.
	Science Title and Text: How do chemical changes impact on our lives?

Children will learn about different materials, their uses and their properties, as well as dissolving, separating mixtures and irreversible changes. 

They will explore the properties of materials to find the most suitable material for different purposes. The children will work scientifically and collaboratively to investigate the best thermal insulator box. 
	History/Geography Title and Text: The Tudors:

Why did Henry VIIII have six times and what were the consequences of his marriages for England?

Children will place the Tudors on a timeline and find out how they came to power at the Battle of Bosworth.
Children will use various sources to determine what Henry VIII was like in both appearance and character.
Children will find out about Henry's marriages looking at some of the reasons why the marriage failed.
	RE Title and Text: If God is everywhere, why go to a place of worship?

Children will consider the definitions: synagogue - house of assembly (a place to get together), also called schul - school (a place to learn) and answer the key question in light of these definitions. They will also describe the different ways of worshipping that they can find within Christianity and explain why Christians worship in different ways.
	PSHE Title and Text: Children will identify and explain this year's theme for Anti-bullying week. They will learn about Children in Need and its purpose. They will explore the steps they would need to take for 'Being safe'.

 
Rule of Democracy:
Children will understand more about the
term democracy and why it matters.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Tudor Portraits:

Children will explore the style and features of portraits painted during the Tudor period and look at detail given to painting the clothing. Children will examine the work of Hans Holbein and be able to colour mix to match colours in the painting of a Tudor monarch. Children will end the unit by creating their own self portrait in the style of a Tudor Painting applying skills learnt.
	PE Title and Text: Dance:

What skills and techniques can I use to create/choreograph a dance performance?

Children will perform dances using a range of movement patterns. They will compare their performances with previous ones and demonstrate improvement to achieve their personal best.
	Music Title and Text: Classroom Jazz 1:

In this unit children will listen & appraise: The Three Note Bossa & Five Note Swing.

The children will identify the structure (Three note Bossa): Intro tune, lead tune, lead repeated, improvisation, lead.



● Children will identify the structure: (Five note Swing): 8-bar intro, 8-bar tune repeated, middle 8, lead, lead. 

● Identify instruments/voices: Piano, bass, drums, glockenspiel.
	ICT Title and Text: Coding:
The lessons will start by looking at existing code, asking the children to read it and make
Predictions to what they think will happen when the code is run. They will then run the code and give
and discuss what happens and relate it back to their predictions. They will spend time Investigating the code, looking at how different parts work. Once children have an understanding of how the code works, they will be encouraged to modify it - changing and adding code and re-running the programme to view the impact of their
changes. And once confident with this, they are encouraged to try and Make their own programme from scratch.
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: In this 'All About Ourselves' unit, children will apply previous knowledge of topic areas such as clothes and the body, developing their vocabulary at the same time. 
They will learn to describe their own appearance and are introduced to some key grammatical features of French, such as the position and agreement of adjectives. 

Children will develop their conversational skills, learning to talk about emotions and health. Each lesson includes detailed teacher guidance where necessary and all 
vocabulary is supported by sound files for correct pronunciation.
