	Maths Title and Text: 
Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for the topics:
• Multiplication and Division
Children will write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division including 2-digits times I-digits number using the formal method.
• Measurement- Money
Children will write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division, including multiplying two-digit numbers by one-digit numbers using the formal written method. 
	Science Title and Text: Plants
Key Question: What happens if one part breaks down in the cycle of a plant?

This term, children will explore the relationship between the structure and functions of different parts of a plant, such as roots, stems, leaves, and flowers.
