	Maths Title and Text: Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for 
the topics:

	Science Title and Text: Key Question: Why is it vital our digestive system functions properly? 

The children will learn about what the digestive system is made up of and understand the different functions.
The children will also be exploring food chains where they will be able to show the transfer of food from the producer to the consumers.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: What makes Egypt such a popular tourist destination?

The children will develop core knowledge, including key facts, geographical location, notable names, and physical and human features.
They will gain an understanding of how and why places change over time and make comparisons between different locations, such as London and Egypt.
