	Year and Term: YEAR 6: SPRING 1 
	English Title and Text: Writing to Inform and Entertain 
Key Question: Which type of texts studied are the most accurate and reliable and why?
Core Text: Letters from the Lighthouse - Emma Carroll 

The children will be exploring persuasive techniques focusing on emotionally charged language on the reader. They will use this technique to write letters to persuade and complain and balanced argument. 
(Linked with History unit - WW2) 
	Maths Title and Text: ARITHMETIC AND REASONING
Problem solving will be done daily focusing on the following topics: 
- Decimals 
- Percentages 
- Ratio 
These topics are covered in line with the expectations of the 2014 National Curriculum objectives for Year 6. 
Pupils should know their times tables up to 12 times. 
	Science Title and Text: ELECTRICITY 
Key Question: Why and how can we go about reducing our usage of electricity? 

The children will use their scientific process skills to develop an understanding of simple series and parallel circuits and explain how to control the brightness of bulb and speed of motor. They will record findings from fair tests using scientific diagrams, labels and symbols to communicate ideas. 
	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY:              HISTORY
	History/Geography Title and Text: WORLD WAR TWO  
Key Question: What impact did WW2 have on the lives of the children living in London? How are children today still affected by war? 
This term, children will learn about the events leading up to the second world war and the impact on people's lives. They will raise higher order questions to understand the significance of learning about the war. They will critically analyse the efforts taken to prevent war using statistical evidence. 
	RE Title and Text: LIVING 

Key Question: What matters most to Christians and to Humanists? 

Focus religions: Christianity and Humanists. 
Children will explore moral concepts, including honesty and fairness. They will use some Christian and Humanists' ideas to link with these concepts, adding in their own perspective. 
	PSHE Title and Text: GOING FOR GOALS 
British Value: Individual Liberty 

Children will focus on basic first aid training, internet safety, and health and prevention. They will evaluate online information, understand the risks of interacting with unknown individuals, and recognise how data is shared and used, empowering them to navigate the digital world and real-life situations responsibly.
	Art and Design Title and Text: POP ART 
ARTIST STUDY: Andy Warhol 

This term, children will explore the use of colour with different media. They will learn to use and apply the blotting technique in their artwork, focusing on portraits of famous people. 
	PE Title and Text: GAMES
Key Question: How can I use basic movements and skills learnt to participate in various competitive games? 

Children will be taught to develop different movements using a range of techniques for competitive games including cricket, football, netball etc. 
	Music Title and Text: CHARANGA 
A New Year Carol 

This unit focuses on one song from Benjamin Britten's Friday Afternoons: A New Year Carol. Children will have the opportunity to research Benjamin Britten's life and to listen to many of his other works. 
	ICT Title and Text: BLOGGING 
   
Children will identify the purpose of writing a blog and the features of successful blog writing. They will plan a blog of their own as well as how to contribute to existing blogs. 
	FOREIGN LANGUAGES/FRENCH: FRENCH
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: THIS IS FRANCE

Children will learn key vocabulary related to France and, in particular, Paris. They will also learn specific vocabulary to describe France's neighbours and positions/distances of a variety of cities. They will learn the French names for famous French landmarks and how to describe what people do when they visit Paris.
