	Year and Term: YEAR 3: AUTUMN 1
	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: GEOGRAPHY

	English Title and Text: Text: The Firemaker’s Daughter 

Key Question: What makes character behave the way they do?

Pupils will focus on writing to entertain. They will be exploring why characters behave in different ways and will be able to empathise with them. They will also be involved in descriptive writing, writing in role, writing next episode, diaries, writing own quest by using a wide range of vocabulary and grammar techniques taught.
	Maths Title and Text: Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for the topics:
• Number and Place Value
• Addition and Subtraction 

These topics are covered in line with the expectations of the 2014 National Curriculum Mathematics objectives for Year 3.

Pupils should know their times tables up to at least 12 times.
	Science Title and Text: Animals Including Humans: 

Key Question: “We are what we eat” Is there any truth in this
statement?

The pupils will learn that all living things have certain characteristics that are essential for keeping them alive and healthy. They will learn about important nutrients for growth and health and the importance of diets. They will also find out about different kinds of animal skeletons and how our muscles work.
	History/Geography Title and Text: London Landmarks
Key Question: If London Landmarks could speak what would they say?

The pupils will learn about the historical and modern landmarks of London. They will discover why tourists love to visit London. They will research facts about London and its Geography. They will learn to use secondary resources such as street plans, local maps and world maps and globes to locate places and features.
	RE Title and Text: Key Question: What do different people believe about God?

The pupils will be learning about British Values and Religion - Islam, Christianity, Hinduism. They will identify beliefs about God that are held by Christians, Hindus and Muslims. They will retell and suggest the meanings of stories from sacred texts about people who encountered God. They will express their own ideas about God through art, music, poetry or drama.
	PSHE Title and Text: The pupils will be learning about British Values, in particular, ‘Democracy’.
 They will explore how to use the 6R’s: being resilient, responsible, resourceful, rational, respectful and 
reflective to make and maintain friendships  Focus will also be placed on the Zones of Regulations to include coping and calming strategies.
Pupils will explore how a growth mindset contribute to their mental health and well-being.
	Art and Design Title and Text: The pupils will be learning to use a viewfinder to focus on an aspect of a building being sketched. They will study and discuss the drawings of buildings by Stephen Wiltshire a renowned artist. pupils will use their knowledge acquired to take quick sketches using a viewfinder of London landmarks.
	PE Title and Text: Key Question: How can I use the skills I learnt in gymnastics to perform for an audience?

The pupils will know the importance of strength and flexibility for physical activity and explain why it is important to warm up and cool down.  They will develop a range of skills relating to gymnastics, and will use these to develop their competitive and team skills.
	Music Title and Text: Charanga Music

Theme: ‘Music Is a Peace builder and Friendmaker’
Key Question: How does music bring us closer together?
Pupils will be developing notation skills by exploring the following songs 'Home is Where the Heart Is', 'Let's Work it Out', Please Be Kind'
	ICT Title and Text: Unit: Coding
Pupils will use flowcharts o plan a programme. They will use timers and repeat commands and then use this knowledge to create an interactive scene. They will realise the importance of debugging.
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: Unit: 'Getting to Know You'
 In this unit pupils will learn about basics of the French language. They will learn to greet each other, exchange names, ask how someone is, count to 10 and say how old they are.
