	English Title and Text: Informational Writing
Key Question: Why and how do we adapt our writing for different purposes?
The children will explore non-chronological reports, leaflets, instructions and explanations.

Children will be encouraged to explore the different ways language is used in non-fiction writing through matching the correct language and tone to the purpose of the written text. 
	Maths Title and Text: Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for the topics:
- Number and Place Value
- Addition and Subtraction

These topics are covered in line with the expectations of the 2014 National Curriculum Mathematics objectives for Year 4.

Pupils should know their times table up to at least 12 times.
	Science Title and Text: Key Question: Why is it impossible to separate some liquids and solids?

The children will learn about states of matter: gaining an insight on how materials can exist as solids, liquids or gases and how heating can change solids to liquid and liquid to gas and that these changes can be reversed by cooling. 
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: How do earthquakes affect to physical and human geography of a country?

The children will learn about earthquakes and volcanoes, understanding how natural forces have an impact on physical and human features. 

The children will be expected to know what a volcano is and the different types of volcanoes: active, dormant and extinct. 
	RE Title and Text: Focus Religion of Study: Christianity

Key Question: Why is Jesus inspiring to some people?


The children will spend the term exploring Christianity, making connections between some of Jesus’ teachings and the way Christians live today.
	PSHE Title and Text: The children will be learning about British Values, in particular, ‘Democracy'.

They will also discuss how the 6R’s: being resilient, responsible, resourceful, rational, respectful and 
reflective contribute to their personality.  Focus will also be placed on the Zones of Regulations in addition to mental wellbeing: growth mindset versus fixed mindset.
