This term, our children will continue
to see themselves as valuable
individuals. They will build
constructive and respectful
relationships, express their feelings,
and consider the feelings of others.

the floor. Additionally, they will combine
different movements with ease and fluency.

Our children will practise
connecting one idea or action to
another using a range of
connectives. They will listen
carefully to rhymes and songs,
paying attention to how they
sound. They will also engage in
story-time, developing social
phrases as part of the process.
