This term, in Year 2 English, the Children will explore
information texts, learning how to make them clear and
engaging. Using texts such as Follow the Moon Home, Dave's
Deep-Sea Diary, and Big Book of Sea Creatures, they will
examine features like diagrams, captions, and topic
sentences. They will apply this knowledge to write their own
explanations, incorporating conjunctions such as because and
since, technical language, and commas for lists. With support,
they will review their writing to ensure it is accurate and easy
to understand. The key question is: Why is it Important for
Information Texts to be Clear, and How Can We Achieve
This?

MATHEMATICS

RELIGIOUS EDUCTION (RE)

In RE, children will recognise that sacred
texts, including the Christian Bible, Torah, and
Quran, contain special stories that should be
treated with respect. They will retell these
stories, explore their meanings, and discuss
the moral lessons about good and bad, right
and wrong. The children will also ask
questions about the teachings of Islam,
Christianity, and Judaism.
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SCIENCE

In Science this term, children will continue exploring the

Key question, 'How do living things depend upon each
other?' They will learn 'How animals obtain their food

from plants and other animals through the concept of a
simple food chain and will be able to name different
food sources.' The children will compare the animals
and plants in their local environment with those in the

contrasting area studied in Geography, explaining why

the habitats differ. They will also explore 'How weather

and the environment affect living things' discussing why

it is important to protect habitats.

PSHE

In PSHE, children will explore the importance of
respecting everyone, regardless of their
character, cultural, or religious background, as
part of their learning about Respectful
Relationships. They will also learn about Physical
Health and Fitness, understanding what physical
fitness is and why it is important. In Healthy
Eating, children will explore what makes a
healthy diet and why maintaining a balanced and
nutritious diet is essential for overall health.




ART AND DESIGN

Art will be linked to their DT work, where the
children will explore printing using a range of
hard and soft materials. They will experiment
with creating repetitive patterns and develop
skills in overprinting motifs, using different
colours to enhance their designs. This
hands-on approach will help them understand
how patterns and textures can be used
creatively in both art and design.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION (PE)

In PE this term, the children will continue to
develop their ball skills, including throwing,
catching, and kicking, building on skills from
Spring 1. They will focus on refining their
teamwork and tactics, exploring attacking and
defending, and varying movement and direction.
The children will practise using space effectively,
performing sequences with control, and
competing against themselves and others to
build confidence and further improve their skills.

MUSIC

The children will focus on clapping and
improvising rhythms, listening to and clapping
back rhythms, then creating their own rhythmic
answers using words. They will sing, play, and

improvise the song Zootime by Joanna Mangona,
using both their voices and instruments. The
children will listen, sing, and play back, then
improvise their own responses using two notes, C
moving to D, developing their rhythm and melody
skills through active participation.

COMPUTING (ICT)

In Computing, the children will learn to use and
create pictograms, understanding that while they can
answer simple questions, they have limitations for
more complex data. They will then explore
Investigate, a non-binary database, to answer more
