	Year and Term: YEAR 4: Spring 2
	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: History
	FOREIGN LANGUAGES/FRENCH: FRENCH
	English Title and Text: Key Question: When and why do we need to use more formal language in our writing?  
The children will explore non-fictional writing: personal and impersonal recounts, newspaper reports and historical reports.  
Children will be encouraged to distinguish between facts, opinions and begin to understand how language is used to affect the reader.  
	Maths Title and Text: Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for the topics:
• Perimeter
• Fractions 
• Number: Decimals  
These topics are covered in line with the expectations of the 2014 National Curriculum Mathematics objectives for Year 4.
Pupils should know their times table up to at least 12 times.
	Science Title and Text: Key Question: Why is it vital our digestive system functions properly? 
Children will explore food chains, learning how food is transferred from producers to consumers. They will also understand that all living things in a habitat are interdependent. Children will recognise that plants are producers, while animals can be predators or prey, highlighting the connections and balance within ecosystems.  
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: Why are people today still so fascinated by Ancient Egypt? 
Children will explore the key role archaeologists have played in helping us understand Ancient Egyptian civilisation, focusing on how much of our knowledge has been uncovered in the last 200 years. They will also be encouraged to explain the importance of the afterlife in Egyptian beliefs and how specific objects, such as tomb artifacts, help us understand their ideas about life, death, and the afterlife.
	RE Title and Text: Focus Religion of Study: Hinduism, Christianity, Judaism
Key Question: Why do some people think that life is a journey? What significant experiences mark this? 
The children will explore what Hindu, Christian, and Jewish people believe about life after death. They will learn about the different beliefs and customs each religion has regarding the afterlife and how they mark the end of life through rituals and ceremonies. This will help children understand and compare the diverse perspectives on this important topic.
	PSHE Title and Text: Children will be learning about British Values, in particular, ‘The Rule of Law.’
The children will explore physical health, fitness and healthy eating. Children will be prompted to reflect on practical steps they can take to build regular exercise into their daily and weekly routines. 
	Art and Design Title and Text: Focus: Pointillism ‘Neo-impression’. 

We will continue to learn about Pointillism and how it was further developed by artists such as Paul Signac and Camille Pissarro. 

Children will evaluate pieces of art, highlighting which techniques have been applied effectively and what could be improved. 
	PE Title and Text: Focus: Games
Pupils should continue to apply and develop a broader range of skills, learning to use them in different ways and linking them to create actions and sequences of movement. They should enjoy communicating, collaborating, and competing with each other, while developing an understanding of how to improve in various physical activities and sports. Additionally, pupils should learn how to evaluate their performance and recognise their own success. Pupils should be taught to:
Use running, jumping, throwing, and catching in isolation and in combination.
Play competitive games, modified where appropriate (e.g., badminton, basketball, cricket, football, hockey, netball, rounders, and tennis), and apply basic principles for attacking and defending.
Develop flexibility, strength, technique, control, and balance (e.g., through athletics and gymnastics).
Compare their performances with previous ones and demonstrate improvement to achieve their personal best.
	Music Title and Text: Song: A Soul/Gospel Song by Bill Withers

This unit contains all the classic teaching resources you would expect; Listen & Appraise apps, new progressive Warm-up Games, Flexible Games, new progressive improvisation resources, and a new compose tool.
This is a six-week Unit of Work. All the learning is focused around one song: Lean On Me. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the interrelated dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc.), singing and playing instruments are all linked.
	ICT Title and Text: Focus of Unit: Animation
Children have created a simple animation using paper to make a flick book, understanding the concept of animation frames. They have also made a basic animation using 2Animate, applying their knowledge of animation techniques. The children have shared their animations with their peers and provided constructive comments on each other's work, encouraging collaboration and feedback.
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: Focus of Unit: 'Where in the World? 
In this unit, pupils will learn key vocabulary related to countries, continents, and animals. They will focus on specific vocabulary for the countries of the United Kingdom, continents, and animals from different continents, as well as understand a country's position relative to the equator. Additionally, pupils will learn key phrases connected to these themes, enhancing their ability to describe and discuss geographical and environmental topics.
