	Year and Term: YEAR 5: Spring 2
	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: Geography

	English Title and Text: Focus: Writing to Inform 
Why is choice of words so important when writing a non-fiction text?
The focus for this unit will be:
Comparing and contrasting the structural and language features used in different types of information and explanation texts. 
Writing a comprehensive set of instructions, including clear steps and additional tips or suggestions to enhance understanding and usability.
	Maths Title and Text: Decimals and Percentages:
The children will read, write, order and compare numbers with up to three decimal places. Recognise and use thousandths and relate them to tenths, hundredths and decimal equivalents. Round decimals with two decimal places to the nearest whole number and to one decimal place. Solve problems involving number up to three decimal places.
They will recognise the per cent symbol (%) and understand that per cent relates to ‘number of parts per hundred' and write percentages as a fraction with denominator 100, and as a decimal. Solve problems which require knowing percentage and decimal equivalents as well as fractions with a denominator of a multiple of 10 or 25.
	Science Title and Text: Living Things and their Habitats:
Children will continue to learn how living things interact with each other and respond to the physical conditions of their environment, understanding that they are suited to the places in which they live. They will also explore the life processes of different types of animals and plants, recognising that these processes can vary between species.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Rivers 
How does living by a river impact the lives of humans and other living things?
Children will explain how the features of rivers influence the nature of human activities and describe how people affect rivers.
They will gain an understanding of what causes rivers to flood and the impact it has on people’s lives.
	RE Title and Text: What do religions say to us when life gets hard?
Children will explore how the faith of religious believers helps them navigate challenging times, through practices like prayer, finding a sense of purpose, guidance in making moral decisions, being part of a caring community, and celebrating together. They will reflect on and express their own ideas and concerns, developing a deeper understanding of how faith can support individuals in various aspects of life.
	PSHE Title and Text: The Rule of Law and Healthy Lifestyle:
Children will learn the importance of respecting the views and opinions of others. They will also explore the risks of an inactive lifestyle, such as obesity, and the importance of staying active. Healthy eating will be introduced, with discussions on why people may choose unhealthy foods and how the media influences these choices.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Claude Monet:
Children will continue to explore and understand what impressionism is and
where it came from.
Children will discuss the style of Monet’s paintings, commenting on individual pieces and expressing the moods and feelings conveyed through his work. They will then reproduce one of Monet’s paintings using watercolours or pastels as an alternative medium. At the end of the topic, children will evaluate Monet’s work and be able to explain why he was such a talented and famous artist, understanding his influence on the art world.
	PE Title and Text: Games:
Children will continue to apply and develop a broader range of skills, learning how to use them in different ways and link them together to create actions and sequences of movement. They will enjoy communicating, collaborating, and competing with each other. Additionally, they will develop an understanding of how to improve in different physical activities and sports, learning how to evaluate their performance and recognise their own success.
	Music Title and Text: Fresh Prince of Bel Air
Old-School Hip Hop by Will Smith

Children will explore the iconic theme song from 'The Fresh Prince of Bel-Air', immersing themselves in its rhythmic structure and lyrical flow. They will use a variety of band and orchestral instruments to reimagine the song, creating a dynamic hip-hop ensemble. This musical project will encourage children to blend traditional orchestral sounds with modern hip-hop beats, fostering creativity and collaboration while enhancing their musical skills across different genres and instrumentation.
	ICT Title and Text: Game Creator:
Children will design characters for their game, deciding on and modifying animations and sounds to bring them to life. They will then enhance their game’s uniqueness by selecting the appropriate options to maximise playability. Additionally, they will write clear, informative instructions to ensure others can play the game. At the end of the unit, children will evaluate both their own and their peers' games, using feedback to refine and improve their designs for future projects.
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: Family and Friends:
In this Family and Friends unit, the class will build on their previous knowledge of topics such as animals, homes, and family to enhance their conversational abilities. They will expand their vocabulary and reinforce their understanding of descriptive language, including subjective descriptions, allowing them to communicate more effectively and expressively.
