	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: History
	Year and Term: YEAR 1: Spring 2
	English Title and Text: Key Question: What sort of information texts do people read and why?
Children will be focusing on 'Writing to Inform and Entertain.' They will be working to understand the different ways that information can be presented, through looking at a range of texts like instructions, fact files and recounts. The children will be looking at and writing a range of fact files, which will support their understanding of non-fiction texts. The children will also be exploring a Poetry unit, where they will be writing poems which suggest a certain mood (happy/sad).
	Maths Title and Text: Money, Addition and Subtraction, Place Value and Fractions. 
Children will continue to build their skills in Addition and Subtraction, securing their knowledge of number bonds and related facts. They will extend their understanding of Money, focusing on finding change, and strengthen their Place Value knowledge by comparing and ordering numbers. This term, they will also be introduced to Fractions, learning to recognise and find halves and quarters of shapes and amounts.
	Science Title and Text: How do we know what to use different materials for? 
Season: What's through our window?  
This term, children will continue exploring the seasons while investigating everyday materials. They will distinguish between objects, materials, and their properties through engaging sorting activities, supported by word banks.
Their investigation skills will be developed through experiments on floating and absorbency, where they will record and interpret results. Pupils will also apply their learning by suggesting suitable materials for specific objects and explaining their reasoning.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: What makes a great explorer? How can we be explorers?
For this half term, we will be moving onto our second History topic of the year. The children will be following the journey of the famous Antarctic explorer, Robert Falcon Scott. They will be developing their ability to make inferences from a variety of sources, such as photographs, videos and short passages.
The children will be delving into what makes a good explorer and the journey that Robert Falcon Scott took, in order to travel to the Antarctic.
	RE Title and Text: Key Question: What makes some places sacred?
The children will build on their learning about Christian beliefs from the Autumn term by exploring how and where some Christians worship. They will also compare Christian places of worship with Islamic places of worship, identifying similarities and differences.
Additionally, the children will deepen their understanding of what it means to believe in a religion. They will explore how Christian and Islamic art and music reflect and portray the teachings of both faiths.
	PSHE Title and Text: This term, children will explore the British value of Mutual Respect, focusing on positive relationships and well-being. Topics include respectful friendships, staying active, and making healthy food choices. Through discussions and activities, children will learn about kindness, good manners, and the importance of looking after their health.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Key  Activity: Painting
Aurora Borealis
The children will be using their knowledge of hot and cold colours from Spring 1, in order to create pieces of art which use particular colours to convey a mood or theme. For example, the use of blue to illustrate sorrow or a body of water. The children will also be exploring the ways in which we can change the texture of paint. they will be adding materials like wood shavings, corn flour and glue; noting the impact of adding different materials and textures to their artwork.
	PE Title and Text: Key Question: How can I use basic movements and skills learnt to participate in competitive games?

The children will develop their movement skills to improve their agility, balance, and coordination. They will take part in competitive games, developing simple tactics for attacking and defending.
In addition to practising their throwing, catching, and hitting ball skills, children will also deepen their understanding of how their bodies change during and after exercise.
	ICT Title and Text: 
In Spring 2, children will continue exploring Maze Explorer, deepening their understanding of algorithms and logical thinking. Later, they will transition to 2Create a Story, using animations, sounds, and backgrounds to create digital storybooks.
	Music Title and Text: Exploring sounds
Children will be gaining a greater understanding of how different sounds are used, in order to create music. This could be musical instruments, our voices and even everyday objects. Music this half term will be linking in with the children's learning, as they will be gaining an understanding of how to describe the weather, using a range of techniques and tools.
