	HISTORY/GEOGRAPHY: History
	Year and Term: YEAR 1: Spring 1
	English Title and Text: Key Question: What makes a good story?
Key Texts: 'Send for a Superhero'
'Beegu'
'The Odd Egg'

The children will develop their writing skills through a mixture of fiction and non-fiction activities. In their fiction work, they will write simple narratives, as well as speech bubbles, thought bubbles and character descriptions, all inspired by the stories they read and listen to in class.
For non-fiction writing, the children will produce a range of texts, including posters, emails, guides, awards and congratulation cards. These activities will be closely linked to the key texts studied, helping children make meaningful connections and build confidence in their writing.

Throughout the half term, we will continue to practise correct sentence structure and encourage children to use a wider range of vocabulary to make their writing more interesting and expressive.
	Maths Title and Text: 
Addition and Subtraction, Place Value, Money and Time.  

Children will continue to build on their skills in addition and subtraction, place value and money. They will secure their knowledge of number bonds to 10, practise finding 1 more and 1 less than numbers up to 100, and count in 10s.

Within the money unit, children will use coins to pay for amounts, find totals and calculate change. They will also develop their understanding of time by sequencing events and recognising days of the week and months of the year.
	Science Title and Text: How do we know what to use different materials for? 
Season: What's through our window?  

The children will continue exploring the seasons while investigating everyday materials. They will learn to distinguish between objects, materials and their properties through engaging sorting activities, supported by word banks.

Their investigation skills will be developed through experiments on floating and absorbency, where they will record and interpret their results. Pupils will also apply their learning by suggesting suitable materials for specific objects and explaining their reasoning.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Topic covered: Explorers

Key Question: What makes a great explorer? How can we be explorers?

The children will follow the journey of the famous Antarctic explorer, Robert Falcon Scott. They will develop their ability to make inferences from a range of sources, including photographs, videos and short passages. The children will also explore what makes a good explorer and learn about the journey Robert Falcon Scott undertook to travel to the Antarctic.
	RE Title and Text: Key Question: What makes some places sacred?

The children will build on their learning about Christian beliefs from the Autumn term by exploring how and where some Christians worship. They will also compare Christian places of worship with Islamic places of worship, identifying similarities and differences.

In addition, the children will deepen their understanding of what it means to believe in a religion. They will explore how Christian and Islamic art and music reflect and portray the teachings of both faiths.
	PSHE Title and Text: This term, children will explore the British value of Individual Liberty, with a focus on making safe and informed choices. They will learn about basic first aid, the importance of personal hygiene for good health, and how to stay safe online. Through discussions and practical activities, children will develop their understanding of managing risks, building independence and knowing their rights.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Linking with our Geography topic, the children will explore how hot and cold colours can be used to represent the weather. They will focus on the Aurora Borealis (Northern Lights), drawing inspiration from the vibrant colours and textures of this natural phenomenon.

To develop their Art skills, the children will experiment with a variety of tools and techniques, including different brush types and sizes, to create a range of artistic effects.
	PE Title and Text: Key Question: How can I use basic movements and skills learnt to participate in competitive games?

The children will develop their movement skills to improve agility, balance and coordination. They will take part in competitive games, learning simple tactics for attacking and defending.
In addition to practising throwing, catching and hitting skills, the children will also deepen their understanding of how their bodies change during and after exercise.
	ICT Title and Text: The children will explore two exciting units: LEGO Builder and Maze Explorer.

In the LEGO Builder unit, children will learn the importance of following instructions to complete tasks. They will explore how the order of instructions affects the final outcome, helping to develop their understanding of sequencing and problem-solving skills.

In the Maze Explorer unit, children will build on this learning by developing logical thinking and understanding simple algorithms. These concepts will be linked to early computer programming, laying the foundations for coding and encouraging children to think carefully about how instructions can be used to control outcomes.
	Music Title and Text: The children will explore rhythms and melodies through clapping, singing and playing instruments. They will learn In The Groove by Joanna Mangona, an easy-to-learn song that introduces a range of musical styles. The children will also improvise using the notes C and D, encouraging creativity and developing their musical skills.
