	Year and Term: YEAR 1: SUMMER 2
	English Title and Text: Key Question: What if there weren't any information texts? How would we cope?   
Key Texts: 'Dragon Post'

This half term, the children will be writing to entertain their readers. They will be exploring fiction books with a central theme of “adventure”.
The children will be developing their descriptive writing as well as their stamina when writing longer pieces. Within their writing, the children will be consolidating all the vocabulary, grammar, and punctuation they have learnt throughout the academic year.
	Maths Title and Text: The pupils will continue to develop their understanding of addition and subtraction, including using number bonds and patterns. They will work with money, time, and capacity, and begin to recognise and describe 3-D shapes and simple turns. As the term progresses, they will begin to build on their understanding of multiplication and division through counting in 2s, 5s, and 10s, grouping, doubling, and halving. They will also learn to read and interpret simple data using graphs and pictograms.
	Science Title and Text: Key Question:  What's through our window? 

They will be completing their topic on the seasons of the year. Throughout their time in Year 1, they have been exploring each season and the changes in the environment that come with the different seasons. They will also create a book all about the seasons, using the inquiry skills they have learnt in recent weeks and applying their Literacy learning about information texts to help them present their information in different and exciting ways.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Topic covered: Weather

Key Question: How does the weather affect the lives of humans?

The children will raise questions about the weather using pictures and video clips as prompts. They will compare different weather conditions around the world and explore how lifestyles vary depending on the climate. This learning will focus on how weather impacts our everyday lives, including the clothes we wear, how we travel, the activities we enjoy, and the food we eat.
	RE Title and Text: Key Question: What does it mean to belong to a faith community?

They will be building on their learning about Christian and Islamic beliefs and will continue to learn about the different ways that people can belong to a faith community. The children will also explore the idea that some people choose not to be part of a faith community and the reasons why. We will also be thinking about events that take place which require different communities to work together, such as charity events.
