	Year and Term: YEAR 3: Summer 2

	English Title and Text: 
Writing to Inform – linked to unit on Italy

Key Question: How do we make information texts appealing to the reader?

Children will learn to write effective non-chronological reports, leaflets, explanation texts, and instructions, all linked to the theme of going on holiday to Italy. They will develop their ability to organise information clearly, use appropriate tone and vocabulary for different purposes, and include relevant facts and details to engage the reader. Through this topic, they will also explore how to tailor their writing to suit specific audiences, such as tourists or travel agents.
	Maths Title and Text: Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for the following topics:

• Properties of shapes
Children will identify the properties of both 2D and 3D shapes. They will learn to recognise and draw horizontal, vertical, parallel, and perpendicular lines. In addition, they will identify right angles, as well as angles that are greater or smaller than a right angle.

• Statistics
Children will learn to read and interpret information presented in pictograms, bar charts, and tables, building on their learning from Year 2.
	Science Title and Text: Light and Shadows
Key Question: What if there was no natural light in the world?

Children will learn that light comes from a variety of sources. They will understand the difference between primary sources, which emit light directly, such as the sun, light bulbs, and flames, and secondary sources, which do not produce light themselves but reflect light from a primary source, like the moon, mirrors, and most objects around us.
They will explore how light travels and how it enables us to see objects by reflecting off surfaces. This understanding will help children recognise the importance of light in everyday life and in different environments.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Rome: Understanding the historical landmarks that make Rome a unique city.

Key Question: What makes Rome so unique and special?

Place: Children should be able to explain key facts about a place, including its location and important names, and describe its physical features (such as rivers and mountains) as well as human features (such as buildings and population). They will understand how these features shape the character of the place.

Space: Children will explore what makes a place unique by comparing it with others. For example, comparing London and Rome to identify differences in culture, geography, and history. This will help them understand how places are connected yet distinct. 
	RE Title and Text: Key Question: 
Why are festivals important to religious communities?

The children will learn about the importance of festivals to different religious communities. They will demonstrate their understanding of the values and beliefs associated with each festival studied, using a variety of media to express their ideas. Additionally, they will be able to explain how and why religious festivals hold significance and value for many people.
	PSHE Title and Text: The children will be learning about British Values, with a particular focus on Mutual Respect and Tolerance of those with Different Faiths and Beliefs.

They will also explore the dangers of drugs, alcohol, and tobacco, as well as learn important ways to stay safe both in the sun and within the community.
	Art and Design Title and Text: Food Technology

Children will explore and develop an understanding of traditional and modern Italian foods as part of their project on Modern Rome. They will learn about the ingredients, cultural significance, and typical dishes enjoyed in Italy, gaining insights into how food reflects the country’s history and lifestyle.
	PE Title and Text: Key Question: 
What are my strengths and weaknesses in athletics? 

Pupils will be able to recognise and describe the effects of exercise on the body. They will know the importance of strength and flexibility of physical activity. 
To be able to demonstrate successful sprinting and jumping skills.
	Music Title and Text: Charanga Music

Theme: ‘‘Music Is a nature lover and Guardian of the Earth'
Key Question: ‘How Does music connect us with our Planet?’
Children will be learning how to recognise different sounds by exploring the following songs ‘Michael Row The Boat Ashore'. 'The Dragon Song', 'follow Me' 

	ICT Title and Text: Unit: Simulations

Children will learn what a simulation is and understand its purpose. They will also explore a simulation by making choices and discussing the effects of those decisions.
	Foreign Languages / French Title and Text: Unit: ‘Time’ 

In this unit, pupils will learn how to say the days of the week, months, and dates in French. They will also practise counting from 11 to 31, building on their existing number skills. Through speaking, listening, and writing activities, pupils will develop confidence in using these essential vocabulary items in everyday contexts, such as talking about birthdays, appointments, and events.
