	Maths Title and Text: Arithmetic and reasoning problems are covered daily for the topics:

Children should know their times table up to at least 12 times.
	Science Title and Text: Key Question: Do we all hear the same sounds?

The children will learn how sound is caused by vibrations in a material.

They will also explore how changing the shape, size, and material of an object affects the sound it produces.
	History/Geography Title and Text: Key Question: Ickenham or Hayes. Where would you prefer to live and why?  

The children will compare Ickenham and Hayes, learning that while some aspects have changed over time, others have remained the same. They will explore old photographs, census data, and other reliable sources to investigate and explain the reasons behind these changes.
	RE Title and Text: Focus Religion of Study: Christianity, Judaism and Humanist (Non-religious person) 

Key Question: What can we learn from religions about deciding what is right and wrong? 

Children will explore the ideas of temptation and how it affects how people choose between good and bad. They will also explore the lives of some inspirational religious individuals.
