Towards the end of the term, children will apply their understanding of persuasive writing to compose a balanced argument, demonstrating the features of a discussion text.
	Maths Title and Text: 
Decimals:
They will deepen their understanding of decimals, with a focus on recognising and using thousandths, and understanding how they relate to tenths, hundredths, and their decimal equivalents. They will build on their existing knowledge to solve problems involving numbers with up to three decimal places. Following this, children will move on to interpreting negative numbers in context and will practise counting forwards and backwards with positive and negative whole numbers, including through zero.

Measurement:
Children will focus on kilograms and kilometres, millimetres and millilitres, metric unit, imperial units, converting units of time and timetables.

Volume:
This unit focuses on what is volume,
compare volume, estimate volume and estimate capacity. The children will be problem solving.
	Science Title and Text: Earth and Space:

What if the earth stopped spinning?
 ' Earth and Space'  this unit will give the children a basic overview of Earth and its place in our Solar System. By the end of the unit the children will be able to describe the Sun, Earth and Moon as spherical. They will learn the names of the planets in the solar system and explain that day and night is due to rotation of the Earth. The children will distinguish between heliocentric and geocentric ideas of planetary movement. 
	History/Geography Title and Text: Exploring the impact of humans actions:          
                             
 What is the global impact of human actions in changing the physical features of landscapes?
Children will classify environmental impacts by humans.

They will explain what is meant by climate change and begin to understand some of the causes, problems and effects of climate change.
	RE Title and Text: What does it mean to be a Muslim in Britain today?

Children will think about and discuss the value and challenge for Muslims of following the Five Pillars, and how they might make a difference to individual Muslims and to the Muslim community.

Consider what beliefs, practices and values are significant in pupils lives.
